
 
 

TERMS AND CONDITIONS 
 

Entrant = any member of the club, team, school or organisation  
 
1. By entering the Series as a player, players and their parents/guardians 

will be deemed to have read and understood these rules and agreed to be 
bound by them.  

 
2. The participants will be selected by RTÉ and RTÉ’s decision is final.  
 
3. Applications are only open to residents of the Republic of Ireland and 

Northern Ireland. 
 
4. Each team will consist of three members. Teams should also suggest two 

substitutes who may be called upon.  
 
5. Entrants put forward as suggested players must be aged between 10 and 

12 years of age on/before 31st December 2010 and RTÉ reserves the right 
to request written proof of age from any entrant.   

 
6. In the event that a player is unable to attend or participate an alternative 

will be selected by RTÉ from those suggested by the team. Each team will 
notify RTÉ as soon as possible in advance of the event that a player will 
be unable to attend or participate.  

 
7. Two teams will compete against each other in each show.  
 
8. In the event of any dispute the outcome of any elements of the Series, the 

decision of RTÉ is final. 
 
9. By entering the Series (as either player or audience member), each 

entrant and his/her parents/guardians agree to release, discharge and 
hold harmless RTÉ and its officers, servants, employees and agents from 
any and all claims, damages, liabilities, costs or expenses incurred by or 
on behalf of him/her and/or his/her parents/guardians whether direct or 
indirect, arising out of or in relation to participation by him/her in the 
Series or any portion thereof, and/or the acceptance, use/issue or 
possession of any prize awarded in relation to the Series and/or any 
printing or typographical errors in any material relating to the Series 
and/or any stolen, fraudulent, lost, late, misdirected, damaged, 
incomplete, altered or illegible entries or transactions which are processed 
late or incorrectly or are lost due to computer or technical malfunction.   

 
10. RTÉ reserves the absolute right to disqualify any entrant to the Series 

which it considers has used improper means to enter and/or win the 
Series or partakes in any conduct which in RTÉ’s opinion would be likely 
to bring RTÉ into disrepute. RTÉ reserves the absolute right to disqualify 



any entrant to the Series who by their actions could cause harm or injury 
to themselves or others associated with the production. 

 
11. Parents/guardians will be responsible for the care and behaviour of 

participants on location outside of the filming schedule.  
 
12. Those names as parents/guardians on the application forms should be 

legal guardians and should have the right to give permission for the 
applicant to participate in the Series.  

 
13. RTÉ reserves the right to cancel, terminate, modify or suspend the Series 

and/or to vary these terms and conditions at any time without prior 
notice.  

 
14. RTE reserves the right to change the dates on which the programmes will 

be recorded and therefore when the teams, clubs or organisations will be 
required. 

 
15. Any application received after the closing date will not be considered or
